WELLINGTON, NEW ZEALAND - Ever since the HP case in 2007 revealed the lengths that companies will go to il
order to gather business intelligence, businesses have been worried about illegal intelligence gathering. In New Zeal
more companies are turning to PAscording to new data, at least one out of every 20 businesses in the country have ha
intellectual property compromised. Experts suggest that increased sophistication when it comes to hacking, theft and prete;
have made gathering information easier

In 2002, the war between Dell Computer and its rivals in the personal computer market was heating up. Dell had m
gains in market share with its cheaper PCs, which it sold direct to the endhydating the costs and mark-ups associated
with many of its competitors’ dealer networks.

Now there were rumors that Dell was poised to enter the printer and peripheral market too. The PC giant would be g
head-to-head with many established companies in this niche — including&lPanised into action, Héfispatched its
‘competitive intelligence unito find out more about Dedl’plans. It successfully managed to gain access to detailed information
relating to Dells soon-to-be-released printers.

The facts about HB'covert intelligence-gathering operation may have remained a secret, but they came to light last ye
(2007) in documents linked to a messy court battle — relating to another matter — involving HP and former employee K
Kamb.

Kamb, according to legal documents, accused HP of hiring former Dell employees to supply information about t
companys plans to enter the printer business back in 2002.

HP denied the accusations and the case was eventually dismissed, but the episode serves as a reminder of jus
extensive, sophisticated and sometimes ruthless corpsnateging’operations can become.

Dumpster diving

lllegal data collection methods can range from computer hacking, theft, intimidation, personnel impersonations — cal
pretexting — and what is known in the US as ‘dumpster diving’ or mining the garbage for nuggets of valuable informatior
Today it is estimated that 70% of the average entergrisdue is held in its informatiohile this figure is expected to rise,
so too are the incidents of corporate espionage.

In SA, press and other reports highlight the fact that local companies are increasingly turning to private investigator:
spy on their competitors. Conservative estimates suggest that one out of every 20 local companies has had its intelle
property compromised in some way

What information is being targeted? The list is long and includes patent procedures in progress, customer informat
pricing strategies, source code, uniqgue manufacturing methods, research findings and future marketing plans.

Don’t be a victim
In order to protect companies from becoming victingsintportant to establish a ‘culture of securitithin the oganizations
and have employees understand the importance of correct policies and procedures.

Ensure that employees are aware of electronic social engineering ploys and have an escalation plan for them to follc
they think they have been targeted.

Social engineering attacks, in which a hacker commonly tricks an employee into providing a user name and passw
using phone and e-mail communications, are becoming increasingly frequent. Because they rely on the frailty of hun
nature they can bypass technological protection.

For this reason, it is important foiganizations to install systems that emphasize the personal aspects of,seithrity
technologies that focus on the logic behind data streams both entering and leaving the corporate network.

Sophisticated and intelligent content filtering technologies are needed to prevent individuals — authorized or otherwis
from opening the door to outsiders and giving them access to sensitive data.

Susceptible

Computer network vulnerabilities that could lead to information leakage include a cosvgebyresence, useesmail
and Internet activities, as well as employee intranet and access privileges.

Solutions that should be employed include Internet content filtering - to limit ac&¥sb 8ites that could compromise
corporate privacy — and e-mail filtering designed to stop inappropriate e-mail transmissions.

Comprehensive anti-virus solutions are a ‘giaed will help to eliminate data theft through back-door methods. Similarly
intrusion detection software will enable only those authorized to gain access to restricted areas of the network.

Vulnerability assessment solutions will help senior executives to better understand the security architecture and
vulnerabilities of each component within that structure.

It was a week after the baydisappearance before the FBI got involved.
“So many mistakes were made,” JOMalsh said in 1997, upon the
release of his book ‘Bars of Rage,” which harshly criticized the
Hollywood Police Departmerg’work on the case. “It was shocking,
inexcusable and heartbreaking.”

For all that went wrong in the probe, the case contributed to massive
advances in police searches for missing youngsters and a notable shift
in the view parents and children hold of the world.

Adam’s death, and his fathersubsequent activism on his behalf,
helped put faces on milk cartons, shopping bags and mailbox flyers,
started fingerprinting programs and increased security at schools and
stores. It spurred the creation of missing persons units at every large
police department.

It also prompted national legislation to create a national ¢celatabase
and toll-free line devoted to missing children, and led to the start of
“America’s MostWanted,” which brought those cases into millions of
homes.

What it also did, said Mount Holyoke College sociologist and
criminologist Richard Moran, is make children and adults alike
exponentially more afraid. “He ended up really producing a generation
of cautious and afraid kids who view all adults and strangers as a threat
to them and it made parents extremely paranoid about the safety of their
children,” Moran said.

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Pl in Anthony Case Speaks

ORLANDO, FL - The Pl working with the Anthony family to find
Caylee Marie is speaking out — and calling Casey Anthony a good
mother. Pl Dominic Casey, head of D & A Investigations, Inc., is
helping the family pro bono and in contradiction to official media
reports he portrays the Anthonys as a caring family. He also believes
that the missing child is still alive, despite the fact that thousands of
volunteers as well as official investigators have found no sign of the
toddler. Many believe that Caylee Anthony was killed or harmed by
her mother, who did not contact police for nearly a month after her
daughter went missing.

The private investigator working with the Anthony family to locate Caylee Marie believes Casey Anthony is a “loving
and protective mother.”

Over the weekend, Equusearch spearheaded a massive effort in the Orlando, Florida area to locate the remains
missing toddler Caylee Marie Anthony. Over a thousand volunteers combed the terrain for two days — but found no sign
of the child.

There is one man who is not in the least surprised by the outcome. Dominic Casey, head of D & A Investigations, Inc.,
the agency working with the Anthony family to find Casey Anthony’s missing daughter, spoke exclusively with momlogic.
And he vehemently believes the three-year-old is alive. “You can call me crazy,” says Dominic, who has been a private
investigator for 20 years. “Everyone is calling me crazy. | get death threats on a daily basis.”

With all the evidence mounting against Caylee’s mother Casey, it seems like a long shot the little girl will ever come
home. From the mysterious “nanny” Casey claimed was watching after Caylee, to her chloroform recipe search, the
partying and — most of all — Casey’s father George’s revelation that he noticed the “familiar” stench of death in the
trunk of Casey’s car.

Whatever George Anthony smelled, Dominic is convinced it was not Caylee Marie."There is no indication in any of
the forensic reports,” insists Dominic, “that say that the decomposition was of a human nature. They are all inconclusive.”

Dominic Casey says he is still actively searching for clues, just has he has been since days after Caylee’s disappearar
— all pro bono. “We offered our services to the Anthonys and since then we have not taken one cent from them. It’s no
about the money. One’s ability to pay should not deny the right to available resources, especially in the case of a missir
child.”

In addition to his ongoing investigation, Dominic speaks with the Anthonys on a daily basis. “George and Cindy are
good people living a nightmare.” And he stresses at no time have the Anthonys ever doubted the innocence of the
daughter. “Absolutely not. Never. They completely support Casey.” But, he adds, “l would never give them false hope.”
Dominic has also spoken many times with Casey, meeting with her in Orange County Jail as early as August. “She i
absolutely distraught,” says Dominic when asked about her demeanor on these visits, “I cannot imagine what that girl i
going through.”

Ultimately, Dominic is sick of the sensationalism that surrounds this case. “Please, stop the negativity,” he pleads. In
his opinion, one detail that keeps feeding the media frenzy is law enforcement’s release of nearly 1000 tips from psychic
to the public — not legitimate Caylee sightings. “The Sheriff’'s department claims they are withholding the tips because
they are currently investigating them. But that's impossible,” Dominic says, adding “There are in excess of 5,000 tips.
By withholding the tips of people who say they saw Caylee Marie, it just fuels the public opinion that Caylee Marie is no
longer with us. And that is untrue.”

For some, Dominic realizes it's difficult to understand how he or, for that matter the Anthonys, can have hope for
Caylee Marie’s safe return. Dominic puts the question directly to parents. “What if your child disappeared and there was
no conclusive evidence that the child was dead, would you give up the search?”

Another search begins today, this one led by Leonard Padilla, the bounty hunter who helped post Casey Anthony’s bai
Padilla is heading up a dive team searching a river in the Orlando area. As with the Equusearch effort, Dominic says h
would be absolutely devastated if Caylee’s remains were found. “I would fall apart. | would not believe the remains were
of Caylee Marie. Not for one minute would | believe Casey would do that to her child. I've spent many hours with her and
she is a loving and protective mother.”
